NeaőlƇ half ǜ47%ǝ of students Ɓho őepoőt őelƇing on one deƀice 

depend eƆclusiƀelƇ on a cellulaő data plan foő home inteőnet access. 

Students Ɓho haƀe access to moőe than once deƀice aőe using theiő 

deƀice foő school-őelated actiƀities moőe főeŐuentlƇ than students 

Ɓho haƀe access to onlƇ one deƀice, especiallƇ a smaőtphone. 

PolicƇ Recommendations: 

Ɵ. EƆpand deƀice access and internet among those Ɓho lack them. 

Ơ. Ensure that the applications students need for school-related 

actiƀities are easilƇ accessible for all students ƀia mobile technologƇ.
